Concerned abou whether our swimming pod will be ale to
acommodate the needs of all 336 unt owners once Courtry
Walk is fully developed? Consider this: acording to the log
maintained by Pod Attendant Keegan Stiles, there have
been 220 mople who \isited the pod area from May 30th to
June 30th. Discourting the 15 days of bad weaher during
that time period, this means that the pod has attraded an
average of 13 "swimmers' per day for the first month of the
summer season. That, of course, doesn't mean al 13 are
there & the same time. However, consideration must also be
given to the posgble difference in demographics between
the 180 Courtry Walk unit owners and the existing 156 unt
ownersin Walden Woodks.

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POND OF THE FUTURE

Sometimes the wheds of progressmove painfully slow - espedally
when government bureaucracy gets involved. As reported in an
ealier isae of the News, haneowner Warren Johrson hes filed a
complaint with the Conredicut Department of Environmental
Protedion (DEP) against our induwstrial neighba Unisource The
complaint centers on the storm water rundf from the Unisource
property that's contributing to the mntamination d our Walden
Pond. The Town o Windsor asked Warren to help in getting State
enforcement even though the Town is also being asked to do its
part. Acocording to Windsor's Environmental Officer, Cyd Groff,
the foll owing improvements need to be made on the Unisource property:

(1) alarge retention pondto slow the rate of rundf and all ow settlement of some suspended solids;

(2) a vortex unit or units to remove suspended solids that often contain chemicd pallutants attached to
them; and

(3) an al separator or separators.

Unisource has apparently hired an engineering firm to help them design their own plan for correcting the
defedsin its gorm drainage outflows. No work onthe site can begin urtil the Windsor Inlands/Wetlands
Commisgon has a dance to review Unisources propaosal that is expeded to be filed with the town in
September. Although representatives from both the town and the DEP have indicaed they plan to
coordinate their efforts to corred the Unisource problem, no adion hes yet been taken. The DEP

representative handing Warren's complaint is currently onvacdion. ‘%%
