Did you knav that Walden Woods is home to two vernal
pods as well as two pond? According to the "Friends of
Northwest Park”, verna pods, which are temporary areas of
standing water, commonly serve & ideal breeding habitat for
sdlamanders. This phao shows one of the verna pods
locaed just off Walden Meadow Road on the oppdasite side
from the swimming pod and small pond. It drains abou six
aaes of our common areas. You can seethe pod on your
way out of Walden Woodks if you look to your right as you
pass in front of the new Courtry Walk road that will be
known as Haskins Road. Once the leaves come out on the
surroundng vegetation, this vernal pod will be mostly
hidden from view.

The tall yellow reeds in the pond are a1 aggressve and invasive weed knowvn as Common Red
(Phragmites australis). Unless removed, Common Reed will take over the vernal pod and dsplace
native plants. CWD, the Country Walk developer, has assumed resporsibility for the removal of the
Common Reed prior to the time our first new Courtry Walk neighbor moves in. We can exped to seethe
