EARTH DAY IN WALDEN WOODS- April 22 nd

WELCOME COMMITTEE ADJUSTS 
TO NEW CHALLENGE 

Faced with an influx of new Duplex and 
Townhome homeowners in Walden Woods, our 
understaffed Welcome Committee, headed by 
Janet Terkildsen, has had to improvise.  
Normally, a “team” of two volunteers will visit 
each new homeowner, cookies and 
documentation in hand, soon after the new 
homeowner moves in.  The objective is to ensure 
each new homeowner not only feels welcome in 
their new environment but feels more 
comfortable with an awareness of the amenities 
available, the rules and regulations, how we’re 
governed and who to call for help. 

With so many new Country Walk homeowners, 
however, the logistics of arranging, coordinating 
and conducting these individual visits on a 
timely basis becomes difficult.  To resolve the 
problem, the committee now invites all new 
Duplex and Townhome homeowners to a group 
presentation at the Meeting House on a monthly 
basis.  Conducted by committee members in an 
informal “fire-side chat” format, the meetings are 
well attended and provide the same cookies, 
hospitality and information as the individual 
visits –with a side benefit of introducing the new 
neighbors to each other.  Continuation of these 
monthly meetings will depend upon the need.   A 
May meeting is already planned. 

POOL ATTENDANTS NEEDED  
 

It’s a little hard to get in the summer 
mood when we’re all still wearing our 
winter jammies, but the opening of 
the swimming pool is just six short 
weeks away and we need to hire two 
Pool Attendants: one full timer to 
work during the week from 10 – 6 
and one part timer to work the same 
hours on the weekend.  The 
Attendant's duties, while not terribly 
complex, are critical: 
 

1. Unlock the gate to the pool at 10:00 AM 
2. Check the chlorine level of the pool once a day. 
3. Verify the Walden Woods residency of people 

entering the pool area. 
4. Monitor improper behavior 
5. Lock the gate to the pool at 6:00 PM if not in 

use. 
 

For these few tasks, the Pool Attendant is 
financially compensated and he or she gets to meet 
some nice people while relaxing and getting a nice 
tan. This is not a life guard position.

After the 
approximately one hour walk, 
everyone will meet back at the 
Meeting House for snacks and 
bragging or complaining.   No 
charge for this event, but 
participants will be asked to bring 
a non-perishable food item for the 
Windsor Food Bank.  Invitations containing specific 
information will be delivered in time for everyone to go out 
and buy new sweat bands.

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HIKING TRAILS OPEN 
 

With the installation of brand new signs to mark their entrance, the hiking 
trails are now open this year for use by all Walden Woods homeowners.  
The "Blue Trail" is about 1/2 mile long and begins on Walden Meadow 
Road just behind the second pillar at the Marshall Phelps entrance to 
Walden Woods.  The trail runs along the woods at the edge of the flower 
field and then turns right into the woods and towards the large pond where it 
meets up with the "Yellow Trail".  The Blue Trail is in good shape except 

for some springtime mud for about forty feet near vernal pool #2.  Hikers should 
wear boots for at least the next several weeks.  Hikers continuing on the Blue 
Trail will exit at Last Leaf Circle. 
 

The "Yellow Trail" entrance is near the Dam.  This 1/3 mile trail is in good 
shape and intersects the Blue Trail, where hikers can turn left toward Marshall 
Phelps Road or Right toward Last Leaf Circle
