You may beonthelist of 12 untswhose fences are in the
worst condtion and therefore scheduled for replaceament
this year. And if you're nat currently on the prioritized
list, have faith. The list was prepared last fall and may
change as further reviews of fencing condtions occur this
spring and summer. Caution: Before you take ahatchet
to your fence to ensure its placement at the top d the list,
please know that your neighbars are watching.

As you may remember, we plan to replace the wooden
fences on the Knall with vinyl fences at a rate of 12 per
yea for the next four yeas.

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POOL AREA IMPROVEMENTS IN THE WORKS

If you haven't noticed the extensive work going on aroundthe pod area, we invite you to take awalk. The
brush has been cleared, the plantings are being "revived”, and the pondnext to the pod is being restored to
its original splendar of the early 90s. All of this cleaing will enable us to move into a "maintenance’
mode that will prevent our having to embark on such a massve redaiming project again. Our hope is to
also have the fourtain operational again this gring.

In addition, the bridge between the pool and the parking lot is
undergoing some major repair. The bridge deck, which was
sorely splintered and na holding stain any longer, is being
replaced by Trex, a material that resists damage from moisture
and insects and provides excellent tradion even when wet. This
is a one-time expenditure and will provide alow maintenance
solutionfor the bridge.

The pool areawill have afresh coat of paint on the cdanas and

pergolas. The floor of the cdanas will have arough coating

applied to prevent dips. The pod itself will undergo a patching
effort to sustain it for another few yeas until the extensive repair work can get added into the budyet.
Obvioudy, nore of this could have taken place without many people behind the planning and effort. Many
thanks go to the Board for approving the plan, the Reaeaion Committeefor helping develop the plan, ou
Property Manager, Frank Goedkler, for coordinating the dfort of the mntradors, and Russ Landscaping
for its cooperation, matience, punctuality and effort. Get ready to "oohand aah" this gring when you come
