NEW DECLARATION FOR WALDEN WOODS MERITS YOUR SUPPORT

Have you given uptrying to real the eisting Walden Woods Dedaration? Youre not alone. And,
even if you could real it, you'd find it's outdated, inaccurate and urfair to existing homeowners. With
your cooperation, that will soonchange.

Thanks to a great ded of volunteer time and effort, cooperation with the Country Walk Developer,
substantial homeowner expense and competent professonal assstance, a New Dedaration will be
ready for homeowner approva in the coming weeks. In addition to correding the confusing and
inacawrate Existing Dedaration, the New Declaration, if adoped, will be more favorable to the
existing 156 haneowners. The Documents Committee and the Conservancy Board of Directors
unanimously recommend the restated Dedaration for adoption by homeowners. Among the
benefits to existing homeowners are the foll owing:

Allowsfor the dedion d afive member
Conservancy Board of Directors by all 336 unit
owners with nostipulation as to Council
representation. Snce the number of unit ownersin
the Country Walk development (180) exceads that of
exsting wit owners (156), all members of the
elected Board could be Country Walk homeowners.

Givesthe existing 156 haneowners and the new 180
homeownersin the Courtry Walk development an equal
number of representatives onthe Conservancy's Board of
Directors. The Woodmoor Courcil (54 hames) will elect
2 Directors, the Village Courxil (72 homes) will elect 3
Directors and the Ridge Council (30 homes) will elect 1
Director. The new Townhame Courcil (88 hames) will
elect 3 Directors and the new Duplex Courcil (92 hames)
will elea 3 Directors.

Allows the Developer to create anew recreation
building and passthe maintenance epensesonto all
homeowners.

Restricts the use and cost of any new recreation huilding
to the Country Walk homeowners and provides that the
new recreation kuilding need nat be built.

Restricts the use and expense of the Meeting House
to 194haomes and excludes 142 hames (Woodmoor
and Townhame Courxils). The Meding Houseis
currently used by all the existing haneowners and
requires complexfinancial adjustmentsto
approximate equitable sharing of expenses.

Makes the Meding House a common element with all 336
homes dharing the expense on an equal basis.
