POND AMESSbut. ... ..

There is alight at the end of the tunnel. Or, in
this case, some blue water at the end d the dgae
As we dl know, Walden Pond hes become an
unsightly mess over the past severa yeas and
appeas to be getting worse & an accderated
rate. Part of it is anatura occurance and part is
becaise of the runoff coming from severd
sources, including the streets and adjoining
industrial sites.

During its hearings with the Inlands/Wetlands
and Town Planning & Zoning Commissons,
Garden Homes agread to work with us to
improve the water quality and among their
commitments was the install ation d threevortex
units.

These units are designed to cgpture most of the
storm system drainage before the water enters
the large pondfrom existing streds and the new
streds to be constructed in Walden Woodk.

The units work by the centrifugal force of the
storm water flowing through them and by
gravity. Solids and chemicds ttle in a catch
basin at the bottom of the units and are deaned
out at least once ayear. In nontechnicd terms,
the units make a ¢eaner pond.

Though na a total solution for improving the
water quality, the vortex units are expeded to go
along way to restore the aesthetics and value of
the pond. Additiona steps to improve the water
quality will involve using low phaosphaous
fertili zers, more frequent cleaning of streets and
storm drain basins, and working with ou
indwstrial neighbas to the south of Walden
Woods to improve the water quality of the
drainage from their properties.

Some of you may have started to wonder if the
developer had forgotten about his commitment.
Be asared that before the first house is built in
the new development and kefore the first road is
constructed, we will have three vortex separator
unitsinstalled nea Walden Pond.

Our Pond Committee (Lynne Gillette and
Warren Johrson), who will stay on top d this

through the Parcd C construction
y phase, have indicated we can
exped the instalation d the
vortex units this Fal. By next
Spring, we shoud have a pond
that's a nicer place for frogs, fish
and people to enjoy.

Culbro is aso required to provide fundng for threetennis courts at a st of $20,500
per court. |f we choose to have lessthan three curts, Culbro will give us $20,500for ead court that
isnot built. Thismoney would go into the Conservancy Reserve.

Therest isupto usand we neal your help to identify thase ameniti es that would be the most beneficial
to haneowners. . Please kegp in mind that we will have to pay for the @nstruction and maintenance of
any additional amenities that we choose. Currently, there are 156 howsehads sharing the aosts of our
common elements, but 336 howsehalds will ultimately share those sts once the new development is
completed. There will be more househadlds to financially suppat our amenities and many additional
people using them.

In
keegoing with ou efforts to provide a more
conservatively  compassonate  service to
homeowners, we are now the Standards
Committee Also, it eliminates the need to
explain what '‘Covenant Control' means. Note:
While our name and dcemeana have canged,
our basic obligation to the community is the
same: whenever a hameowner wants to make a
change to their home's exterior or surroundng
property, we help them understand Walden
Woods' rules and bylaws to ensure they avoid
incurring ary unrecessary fines or re
construction.

For instance in September, A Village Home
unit owner wanted to have a paved patio bult in
his Limited Common Element (fenced in areg.
He submitted his request to us and we agreed
such construction dd na violate the intent of
any Walden Woods bylaw or rule.

Also in September, a Lot Home unit owner
wanted to construct a stone retaining wall along
her driveway and to replace the existing sidewalk
to the front entrancewith pavers. We gproved

these changes to her Woodmoor Courcil home.
She dso wanted to ered a stone aificein which
her mailbox would be mourted and we alvised
her such a dhange unfortunately would na be in
compliancewith the existing rules and bylaws.

In ather business the mmmitteeis continuing to
work on updting the Waden Woods
Conservancy Guidebook. Pending the Board of
Diredor's approva, it will be made available to
new unit owners and those who have misplacel
them or did nd get a cpy when they moved to
Walden Woods. We will pullish a fina edition
after our Dedaration and Bylaws, currently
being revised to refled the new homeowner-
controlled association, have dso been approved.

The Guidebookwill provide
unit owners with a dearer
picture of bath the unit
owners rights and
obligations, and the required
approval process when a
resident wants to change the
appeaance of his or her
dwelli ng or property.
