Unapproved Minutes:  June 17, 2005  

Special Meeting re Boundaries Walk                                              Walden Woods Conservancy Board
These are the unapproved minutes of the June 17 Special Meeting convened for the sole purpose of walking the boundaries proposed in Plan C attached.
1. Convene:  the meeting was convened at 5:15 PM.  At this special meeting no motions were to be made and consequently no votes were taken. The meeting closed upon the Director’s return to the Meeting House area after completing the walk.

2. Directors present were Brian Onessimo, Glenn Brand, Adele Clark, Susan Raupach, Cori-Lynn Webber, Kathleen Tracy, Diane Bernier, Pat Tanner, Peter DeBisschop, Andrew Lattimer, and Joe Palladino.  No Directors were absent.  Duplex has a vacancy.  Chris Kohnle of Elite Property Management was also present.  Several residents also attended.
3. Introduction:  Director DeBisschop began the meeting by presenting his recollection of the history of the boundary issue.  He stressed that this was only his recollection and that certainly it was subject to errors, omissions, or differences of opinions.   His recollection is outlined in the first pages of the attachment.

4. Mr. DeBisschop presented the fundamental concept of the plan; that is, to amend the Declaration to allow the Council Boundaries to be outlined in a description supported by sketches rather than by an A-3 survey as called for by the present Declaration.  He pointed to Schedule A-1 Description of the Land on page 63 of the present Declaration as an example of such a description.  He showed a sketch supporting that description as an example of how a sketch could be drawn to support an adopted Council boundary description.  
5. He then voiced the opinion that since Walden Woods, Inc. is the legal entity, and the councils are not legal entities, a description is sufficient for defining Council Boundaries.  Council boundaries only exist for the purpose of allocating costs.  Other descriptions for allocation cost already exist; ie., the agreed upon split of water costs in the lower Village (15% Conservancy, 85% Village) or the agreed upon split of 92Duplex/88 Town Home landscaping and snow.

6. Mr. DeBisschop then presented a sketch that supports the description outlined in the attachment below.  Thirteen points (13) had been marked on the sketch as outlined in the description. 

7. Boundaries that were not going to be walked by the group were cited.  The attachment outlines proposed boundaries for the Ridge and Woodmoor lot units.  Mr. DeBisschop asked that Directors review the exceptions or special considerations/conditions he has propsed and the support logic for his proposal.

8. The meeting moved to outside and the majority of the 13 points on the sketch were walked by the Directors.  The sketches were available to orient people as they viewed the various points that were shown on the sketched and stake with orange markers, tape, or paint.

9. The meeting closed at the end of the walk when the Directors returned to the Meeting House area.
